(Angels, shepherds, wise men, and
    eventually all of creation-Luke 2:13-14, 2:20, Matthew 2:11, Psalm 150:6)

5. Proclaimed.   (Luke 2:17-shepherds; all who 
    know him-Acts 1:8)

  Conclusion:   In this most wonderful season of love and hope, do you truly know Mary's lamb-the Lord Jesus Christ as your personal Savior?   What a tremendous gift God has given you this Christmas.   Will you unwrap the tapestries of His grace and see Jesus as the Savior and King that He really is?   You will be like the shepherds, you will return to your place "glorifying and praising God" for all you have experienced.   God help you to do so.
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
